Whatever Next - Lower

The children in Middle School love this story! They would love for you to share the story with them. We have included a power point version of the story and a video of a member of staff reading the story. 

English

Learning objectives 

To listen and respond to a story
To use familiar story book language within play and discussion

To respond to the questions ‘who’ and ‘where’
To develop mark making or emergent writing (early ‘pretend’ writing)
Suggested Activities
· Look around the house for some props e.g. a cardboard box, teddy bear, wellie boots, food for a picnic and role play the story with your child. 
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· Write a list with your child - equipment to take to the moon, the child’s favourite things, food needed for the picnic. 

· Use the picture cards to sequence the story (beginning, middle, end). Encourage your child to write what is happening at each part of the story in their own emergent writing. 
· Ask your child how Baby Bear might be feeling at different times in the story e.g. when he is in the bath at the end, when it is raining in space etc. 

· Plan where Baby Bear could go on his next adventure and role play it with your child. 
· Label different pictures from the story with words or symbols. 

Science

· Look at the items of food in Baby Bear's picnic. Can you think of some healthier things to eat?

· Investigate materials around your home that Baby Bear could use to protect himself from the rain. Would plastic, paper, fabric, etc. work to keep him dry? Are they waterproof?
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Art/Design Technology

· Make a rocket out of any junk modelling materials that you can find around your home.
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· Draw a labelled diagram of a rocket for Baby Bear, showing the different parts and special features.

· Baby Bear turns an old box into a rocket. Think of other uses for an old box. Could you find an old box and turn it into something new and useful?
Cooking

Can you make a lovely sandwich to take to the moon for your picnic. How about a cake for your picnic? There are some lovely recipe ideas in the cooking section.
